Collection of personal information

e Confirmation the nominee is of Aboriginal and [ or Torres Strait Islander descent, identifies as
Aboriginal and [ or Torres Strait Islander, and is accepted as Aboriginal and / or Torres Strait
Islander by the Aboriginal and [ or Torres Strait Islander community.

Personal information provided as part of the nomination process will be stored within the Award Force
system and used for the purposes of facilitating the collection and management of nominations for
the 2026 National NAIDOC Awards 2026. Please note that Award Force may store information on
servers located outside Australia, and by submitting a nomination, you agree to this disclosure of your
personal information.
